To facilitate the administration of this program, the following information will be shared by the school
with the Universities of Wisconsin: Name, WISEid (WI Dept. of Public Education’s unique, permanent, and
unduplicated identifier for every student in the state), Local Student District ID, contact information, legal sex,
race/ethnicity, GPA and high school transcripts.
