The Board of Education requires a minimum 21 credits to
graduate. Required courses to be earned while in grades
9-12  include:
English: 4.0 credits
Mathematics: 3.0 credits
Science: 3.0 credits (including General Science & Biology)
Social Studies: 3.0 credits (including one year of U.S.
History & one semester of American Government. All
seniors are required to pass the State Civics Exam with a
score of 60% or higher)
Personal Finance: 0.5 credit (to be taken jr. or sr. year)
Health: 0.5 credit
Physical Education*: 1.5 credits (not factored in GPA)

Marathon High School offers a number of opportunities
for the high achieving student. Postsecondary Enrollment
Options (Early College Credit Program, Start College
